John 3:22-24 - After this, Jesus and his disciples went out into the Judean countryside, where he spent some time with them,
and baptized. 23 Now John also was baptizing at Aenon near Salim, because there was plenty of water, and people were
coming and being baptized. 24 (This was before John was put in prison.)

25-26 - An argument developed between some of John's disciples and a certain Jew over the matter of ceremonial washing.

32-33 - He testifies to what he has seen and heard, but no one accepts his testimony. 33 Whoever has accepted it has certified
that God is truthful.

34 - For the one whom God has sent speaks the words of God, for God gives the Spirit without limit.

35 - The Father loves the Son and has placed everything in his hands.

36a - Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life,

36b- but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on them.
