How
can you ask me for a drink?” (For Jews do not associate with Samaritans.)

v10-14 - Jesus answered her, “If you knew the gift of God and who it is that asks you for a drink, you would have asked him
and he would have given you living water.” 11 “Sir,” the woman said, “you have nothing to draw with and the well is deep.
Where can you get this living water? 12 Are you greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the well and drank from it him-
self, as did also his sons and his livestock?” 13 Jesus answered, “Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, 14 but
whoever drinks the water | give them will never thirst. Indeed, the water | give them will become in them a spring of water
welling up to eternal life.”

v19-26 - “Sir,” the woman said, “l can see that you are a prophet. 20 Our ancestors worshiped on this mountain, but you Jews
claim that the place where we must worship is in Jerusalem.”21 “Woman,” Jesus replied, “believe me, a time is coming when you
will worship the Father neither on this mountain nor in Jerusalem. 22 You Samaritans worship what you do not know; we wor-
ship what we do know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23 Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will
worship the Father in the Spirit and in truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks.

nothing about.”33 Then his disciples said to each other, “Could someone have brought him food?”34 “My food,” said Jesus, “is to
do the will of him who sent me and to finish his work. 35 Don’t you have a saying, ‘It’s still four months until harvest’? | tell you,
open your eyes and look at the fields!

41 And be-
cause of his words many more became believers.42 They said to the woman, “We no longer believe just because of what you
said; now we have heard for ourselves, and we know that this man really is the Savior of the world.”
